Montana regulations governing the definition and use of restraints are found in the Administrative Rules of Montana (ARM). They are found at http://www.dphhs.mt.gov/legalresources/administrativerules/title37/chapter34.pdf  
The sub-chapter that deals with restraints is Sub-Chapter 14 Aversive Procedures. The sub-chapter defines physical and mechanical restraint, categorizes these restraints as Level II (highest level in terms of aversiveness) and provides requirements for their use. It also categorizes various forms of time out and other procedures with requirements for their uses.

 

In addition to the ARM requirements, Montana DDP requires that the use of aversive procedures be reported to the Department through its Incident Management Policy, attached. While the term "chemical restraint" is not in the ARM, one of the incident categories in the policy is "use of PRN medication for behavior." Appendix A of the policy lists all types of the incidents where a report is required, and defines them.  The policy has generally categorized these incidents into either "reportable" or "critical" categories. Where the incident is classified as critical, the policy requires that a formal investigation into the incident be conducted.
