North Dakota - Information on Restraints

In North Dakota, all providers are currently accredited through CQL. Any aversive programs must be approved by the Behavior Management Committee and the legal decision maker. Programs with any rights restrictions would need to be approved by the Human Rights Committee and the legal decision maker. Unauthorized use of emergency or planned restraints must be reported to Protection and Advocacy and the Developmental Disabilities Division. North Dakota is in the process of reviewing our policies/practices and are strongly considering prohibiting the use of prone restraints.     
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
